SHARE
1. How much freedom did you have growing up? Do 

you think you had a strict or lenient household? 

2. Describe a milestone of independence that was 
significant to you as a child (i.e. the first time you 
stayed home by yourself ). 

STUDY
3. Take on the role of a skeptic. What critiques would 

you have of the perceived “rules of Christianity”? 
Trade comments without defending or answering.

4. How difficult was it to think like a skeptic? How 
challenging was it to not defend or jump in with 
an answer? How can we get better at providing a 
listening ear to a skeptic’s questions instead of being 
overeager in giving answers? 
 

5. Pastor Quintin highlighted the outcomes of 
choosing, pursuing, and indulging in your own 
freedom, as described in scripture. Where have you 
seen similar effects in your own life or in the culture 
around you? What are common results of living in 
the freedom we have through Christ? 
 

6. Read Galatians 5:1,13-14 out loud. What do these 
verses say about God’s character? How does 
scripture call us to respond to the freedom we have 
through Jesus Christ?

DIGGING DEEPER
7. Read John 8:31-36. The English Standard Version 

(ESV) translates v. 31 as “‘If you abide in my word, 
you are truly my disciples.’” What does it mean to 
abide? Refer to John 15 for further insights. 
 
 

8. In v. 33, the Jews who are speaking with Jesus say 
they’ve never been enslaved, even though they 
were under the rule of the Romans during their 
conversation. Discuss how we too can be lulled 
into an illusion of freedom. 
 
 

9. How does the gospel give ultimate freedom?
